1876 MARRIAGE RECORD From the 1911 census [None found as yet] 
 
1881 Census of Wales living in Turnpike Road, Llanelly. 
David Davies aged 37 of Merthyr Tydful, a minister and grocer, with wife Mary aged 33 of Crickhowell. 
Also present Elizabeth Roberts, a domestic servant and a visitor Mary Daniel. 
 
1901 Census of Wales living at Clydach Cottage, Llanelly. 
David Davies aged 60, a Calvinistic methodist minister with wife Mary aged 55 a grocer and shopkeeper 
operating on her own account. Also present Margaret Thomas of Llandovery, 40, a visitor, James Ednyfed 
Rees 24 a Calvinistic student and Martha Jones a housemaid. 
 
1911 Census of Wales living at Clydach Cottage, Clydach, Near Abergavenny. 
David Davies aged 71 a Calvinistic minister with wife Mary aged 66 and Margaret Thomas aged 48 a cousin 
and widow of Llandovery. David and Mary have been married for 35 years and have had no children.  
 
1915 DEATH RECORD St Elli [Llanelly Parish Records] 
February 14th death of Rev David Davies aged 75 of Clydach and was buried on the 17th. [P G Roberts] 
 
1917 DEATH RECORD St Elli [Llanelly Parish Records.] 
December 24th death of Mary Davies aged 75 of Clydach Cottage, Clydach and was buried on the 28th [David
