1815 BIRTH RECORD 
Mary born in Llangeler Carmarthenshire, Father Thomas Griffiths a Farm Labourer. 
 

1838 MARRIAGE RECORD 
March 29th Mary Griffiths Spinster, Father Thomas of Glanrhyd, Carmarthenshire a Labourer, to Thomas 
Jones bachelor a Tailor, father Rees of Cefn Farm, Llangeler, Carmarthenshire. 
 

1851-1871 Wales Census living at Church House, Llanelly.  
Mary Jones, living with Thomas Jones, Clerk of the Parish. Mary has given birth to 8 children including David 
and John Methusaleh Jones. 
 

1878 DEATH RECORD 
Mary Jones of Church House dies and is buried on 4th May. 
 

1885 BIRTH RECORD 
Sarah Hannah Jones born August 12th 1885 to John Methusaleh Jones, son of Thomas and Mary,  and Sarah 
formerly Davies. 
 

1890 DEATH RECORD 
Sarah Hannah Jones dies on the 4th March and is buried at Llanelly Church on the 6th March.

1813 BIRTH RECORD 
Thomas Jones born in Llangeler Carmarthenshire to Rees and Mary Jones of Cefn Isaf Farm. 
 
1838 MARRIAGE RECORD 
29th March Thomas Jones, Tailor of Cefn, father Rees a Farmer, to Mary Griffiths at Llangeler Parish Church 
 
1838 BIRTH RECORD 
Birth of David Jones in Llangeler. 
 
1851 Wales Census living in Garnvach, Aberystruth. 
Thomas Jones, a Tailor and Draper, with wife Mary and family including David aged 13 years a scholar. 
 
1871 Wales Census living at Upper Church Road, Llanelly 
Thomas Jones, Tailor and Parish Clerk living with Mary and family. Son David, a Draper’s Assistant to his 
father, is not present. 
 
1876 DEATH RECORD 
December, David Jones of Church House Llanelli dies and is buried at Llanelly Church on the 26th December 
aged 38 years. 
 
1878 DEATH RECORD 
May 1878 death of wife Mary Jones of Church House. Buried at Llanelly Church on the 7thof May. 
 
1881 Wales Census living at Church House, Llanelly. 
Thomas Jones, Tailor and Draper, now a Widower, with son John Methuselah Jones aged 27 years, also a 
Tailor and daughter Elizabeth George aged 40 years of Llangeler, a Widow with her daughter Elizabeth A 
George aged 17 years. 
 
1885 MARRIAGE RECORD 
August 17th 1885. The marriage of Thomas Jones, Widower and Parish Clerk, father Rees Jones a Farmer to 
Emma Lewis a Widow, father John Pither, builder. Witnessed by son George H Jones. 
 



1891 Wales Census living at Church House, Llanelly. 
Thomas Jones, Parish Clerk and Sexton, with wife Emma. 
 
1895 DEATH RECORD  
Death of Thomas Jones 21st January 1895 aged 82 years.

1816 BIRTH RECORD  
Methusaleh Jones, born to Rees and Mary Jones formerly Davies in Llangeler Carmarthenshire. 
 
1841 Wales Census living at Cefn, Llangeler, Carmarthenshire. 
Methusaleh Jones aged 25 years, with father Rees aged 50 years, a farmer, and mother Mary aged 55 years. 
 
BIRTH RECORD. [J. M. Jones] 
1853 John Methusaleh Jones, born at Bridge Street, Crickhowell and Baptised on the 20th November at 
Llanelly Church. Father Thomas a Draper [Side 4] and mother Mary Jones [Side 1] 
 
1861 Wales Census living at Church House, Llanelly. 
John Methusaleh aged 7 years living with his Mother Mary and family. Father Thomas is absent. Brother 
David [Side 2] is a Draper’s Assistant. 
 
1871 Wales Census living at 6 Iron Street, Blaenavon. 
Methusaleh Jones aged 58 years unmarried, lodging at 6 Iron Street, Blaenavon, occupation ‘weigher in a 
machine’ probably at the Iron works. 
 
1880 DEATH RECORD 
Methusaleh Jones dies at 22 Blanche Street, Dowlais, Glamorganshire on the 27th May 1880 aged 68 years, 
and was buried at Llanelly Church on the 29th May. 
 
1882 MARRIAGE RECORD. 
April 3rd, John Methusaleh Jones, Bachelor, Tailor of Llanelly, father Thomas Jones the Parish Clerk, to Jane 
Davies, spinster of Llanelly father John Davies an engine fitter. 
 



1889 BIRTH RECORD 
Birth of John Thomas Jones [side 4] parents John Methusaleh and Jane Jones. 
 
1901 Wales Census living at Church House, Llanelly. 
John Methusaleh, aged 47 years now the Parish Clerk of Llanelly Church and Postman with wife Jane from 
Shrewsbury and offspring. 
 
1911 Wales Census living at Church House, Gilwern. 
John Methusaleh aged 57 years, Sexton to Llanelly Church, with wife Jane and offspring. Son John Thomas 
[side 4] aged 20 is a Hot Water Fitter. They have been married for 29 years and have had 5 children 
including Sarah Hannah [side 1] who died in 1890. 
 
1920 DEATH RECORD 
Death of John Thomas “Bomb” Jones [side 4] as a result of WW1 wounds. 
 
1927 DEATH RECORD 
John Methusaleh Jones of Church House, Gilwern, dies on the 5th February aged 74 years and is buried on 
the 9th February at Llanelly Church.
