Nantyglo). Also David a grandson aged 11 (born Newbridge) and Mary Roberts a servant aged 17 
(born Nantyglo) 
 
1871 Wales Census living at 2 Ebbw Vale Cottage, Aberystruth, Nantyglo 
Samuel, head of household, aged 32 a Surveyor with his wife Jane aged 23 and 2 children. Anne, 
aged 2, (born Nantyglo) Margaret aged 7 months (born Nantyglo). Also a general servant Ann James 
aged 17 (born Nantyglo) Daniel’s occupation is listed as Haulier. 
 
1881 Wales Census living at 9 Penywaun, Aberystruth, Nantyglo 
Jane, aged 33, now a Widow is living with her mother Annie Chilton, aged 71, also a Widow who is 
named Head of Household. Also Jane’s children Anne aged 12, Margaret, aged 10, Martha aged 5 
and William Samuel aged 2. All born in Nantyglo. 
 
1891 Wales Census living in Joint Counties Lunatic Asylum Abergavenny 
Jane, a widow, Inmate (born Nantyglo) 
 
1891 Wales Census living at 67 Llanbedr Road, Crickhowell 
William Samuel, aged 12, a scholar, living as a boarder with Mary Thomas, aged 65, (born 
Crickhowell) Widow, Head of Household and a Printer and Stationer. Also her sons William R aged 
39 (born Llandovery) & Rupert aged 32 (born Crickhowell) both Printers, Compositors. Plus daughter 
Jessie W aged 24 (born Crickhowell) an Asst Schoolmistress.
